Sponsorship opportunities are available for this meeting, please         Lisa Bahr is on her
email paa@parking.asn.au for details.                                                         long way to Oz
Member Profile: Sydney Convention and Exhibition Centre
With its prime waterfront location and world-class facilities, the Sydney Convention and Exhibition Centre is Australia’s leading venue for conferences, exhibitions and special events. It hosts more than 500 international and domestic events each year, welcoming almost one million people through its doors.
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The Centre is the host venue for the 2012 Australian Parking Convention, having previously hosted the event in 2010.  It boasts more than 30 meeting rooms, including two major auditoriums and Sydney’s largest pillarless ballroom.  Its six exhibition halls offer more than 30,000 square metres of space and host many of Australia’s largest events including the Sydney Motor Show and the Sydney International Boat Show.

The Sydney Convention and Exhibition Centre’s car park, located beneath its exhibition halls, is one of the key facilities of Sydney’s Darling Harbour. The car park offers direct access to the venue and the wider precinct, with approximately 900 parking spaces including 24 disability permit spaces and two green spaces for hybrid cars.  It is open 24 hours a day, seven days a week.

The Centre car park recently became fully automated with the adoption of a Designa car parking system.  Automatic cash and credit card ticket machines are located in each section of the car park and credit card payment facilities are available at the exits. 

Operations are managed by Car Park Manager Derek Jones and Car Park Supervisor Sam Neogy. Derek has held Manager and Supervisor roles in the parking industry for more than 19 years and is an active member of the PAA.
